	Skill
	Description

	Skating Acceleration/Speed
	From a complete stop at the goal line, can they reach the blue or center line quickly in comparison to others.

	Forward Skating  
	Once the player has accelerated, how well can they skate forward in comparison to other players?

	Backwards Skating 
	Once the player has accelerated, how well can they skate backwards in comparison to other players?

	Skating Agility
	Agility is the ability to change the body's direction efficiently.  This requires a combination of balance, coordination, speed, and strength. Dodging requires agility, such as moving out of the way of an oncoming player or avoiding an  unexpected collision with the net or other players. How agile is the player?

	Ability to Stop
	Can they stop quickly while moving forward and backward? How well do they do a  hockey stop?

	Stick Handling/Puck Control
	Can they turn, stop, deek with the puck? Do they maintain control of the puck when moving side-to-side, forward-to-backwards ?

	Passing Quickness
	Can they pass to a moving player? 

	Passing Accuracy
	Do they provide good/accurate passes to another player when moving? Can they pass "tape to tape" when standing still?

	Ability to Receive a Pass
	Can they receive a pass that is not on their stick? Can they change direction immediately after receiving a pass?

	Shooting Strength
	Does the player utilize proper technique for the various shots (Wrist, backhand, snap, slap)?

	Shooting Accuracy
	Are their shots effective and on target?

	Game Knowledge
	Does the player understand game positioning, game plays, terminology, concept of offsides, etc. ?
